Assessments of conservation status at the European level
(all biogeographical regions - EU25)

Mixed forests composed of secondary species such as sycamore (Acer pseudoplatanus),
ash (Fraxinus excelsior), elm (Ulmus glabra), and limes (Tilia spp) occurring on coarse
scree, coarse sediments at the base of slopes or weathered, rocky slopes.  Depending
on the local climatic conditions, two subtypes can be recognised, a subtype with sycamore
dominating in cooler and more humid environments and a second subtype with limes
dominating in warm and dry situations.

The conservation status in the Pannonian and in the Atlantic region was assessed as 
‘unfavourable bad’, in the other regions it was assessed as ‘unfavourable inadequate’.
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Data quality is based on as assessment by each Member State, 1 = good, 2 = medium,
3 = poor
