Assessments of conservation status at the European level
(all biogeographical regions - EU25)

Xerophilous pine (Pinus sylvestris) woods of the Sarmatic region of western Eurasia.
These forests are also found in northeastern central and eastern Europe on stands with a
continental micro-climate where well drained, for example on inland dunes and cliffs.  In
contrast to the pinewoods of habitat type 91TO they occur on non acidic soils.

The habitat only occurs in the Continental region.  The conservation status is
‘unfavourable-bad’, the area of habitat is slightly decreasing, the structure and function
are in ‘bad’ condition.  The main threat is from inappropriate forestry management.
