Assessments of conservation status at the European level

The ornate bluet is a dragonfly which mainly inhabits Central and Mediterranean Europe. It lives nearby
small streams.
The largest  part  of  its  territory  lies  within  the Mediterranean  region.  However,  data  of  the only
Mediterranean country  this species occurs (Greece) are lacking and therefore its status is assessed as
‘unknown’. In the Alpine and Atlantic region its status is assessed as ‘bad’; in the Continental region it
is  assessed as  ‘inadequate’ and in the Pannonian region it  is  ‘favourable’. In Hungary  the species  is
doing relatively well. Furthermore Greek data are required in order to make a proper overall assessment.
