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The false killer whale inhabits relatively deep offshore temperate waters of the Atlantic
ocean up until the 50°N latitude. It has been occasionally recorded in the marine Atlantic
region in the British isles and in the Bay of Biscay while it has been observed in the whole
Macaronesian region.

No assessment was made for the marine Atlantic region since the species was declared
as occasional. In the marine Macaronesian region the assessment is ‘unknown’ and
there is very limited reported data presented in each report. The lack of knowledge on
this species’ conservation status reflects its IUCN listing as ‘data deficient’ in the Red List

of threatened species.
