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Assessments of conservation status at the European level
(all blogeographlcal reglons - EU25)
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A fern species occurring in few localities in the Northern Europe and more commonly in
Siberia. In the Northern Europe it reaches western boundary of its natural range. In
Western Europe apart from Sweden and Finland it occurs in Norway. Here it is a species of
boreal coniferous forests, in Russia it occurs mostly in birch forests.

The conservation status in both the Boreal and the Alpine biogeographical region is
‘favourable’. The range area, the population size and the area of habitat are stable. No
major threats to the species and its habitats were recorded. However the species is
included in the national red lists in both countries in Finland, mainly because of its rarity
as ‘least concerned’ and in Sweden as ‘vulnerable’.
