Assessments of conservation status at the European level
(all biogeographical regions - EU25)

The floating water-plantain is widely spread across Europe, albeit mainly the western parts. This water
plant is occurring in acid ponds and canals.
In the Atlantic region the overall assessment of this species is ‘inadequate’. In the Continental region its
status is ‘bad’. Due to a lack of data from Spain the statuses for the Alpine region (it only occurs in the
Spanish Pyrenees) as  well as  for the Mediterranean region are ‘unknown’. However, in Sweden this
plant  grows well and as it  is the only  country  of the Boreal region wherein this plant  is present, its
status is ‘favourable’.
