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This snake species (Zamenis lineatus, synonym to Elaphe lineata) is only found in southern
Italy including Sicily in the Mediterranean region (the species listed in the Habitats Directive,
Elaphe longissima, has a wider meaning due to taxonomic split). It lives in various types of
habitats from dry, open woodlands and shrubland  to stone walls and old buildings.

The conservation status is Favourable. Due to the taxonomic split between the two reporting
rounds, it is not sure what the conservation status was in 2001-2006. No major threats
reported by Italy.

Knowing that not all changes in conservation status between the reporting periods were
genuine, Member States were asked to give the reasons for changes in conservation status.
