MA classification of ES and the SEEA

Linkages:

· with standard classification of products (CPC...)

· with SEEA's asset classification (to be done in the ecosystem accounting framework)

· provisioning services: in National accounts + not yet covered ==> risks of double counting

· regulating services: which is in current value of commodities vs which are positive externalities non accounted in NA

· should establish matrix “core [MA] classification” x “specific [SEEA] classifications”

Clarification

· problem of terminology for provisioning services: not “food” but “contribution to food production” and “contribution to food consumption”

· are ecosystem services only flows? 

· what to value in provisioning services: market price or only the capital input of nature?

· clarification alongside the chain function/services/benefits

· the 2 top levels of MA classification are not enough explicit; need for a level 3 [e.g. “water regulation” should be detailed into flood prevention, buffering, purification...”]

· need check recent proposal for clarifications/ similarities/ contradictions

Road map

· clarification paper [classification framework, core classification+system of classifiers]

· consultation of stakeholders on a proposal [institutions, users, research...] 

· workshop in Nov 2009

· further standardisation process within SEEA revision/2012-13, altogether with MA
